Installation and User Manual For

CompuGuard Parental Control Desktop
& Wireless Key
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Parts List:
1. Wireless key
2. USB receiver

3. USB extension cables — (3" and 6’
cables included)

4. Velcro

5. Software installation CD
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Locate an unused USB port and connect
one of the extension

cables(3) to
this port.
Connect

the other end to

the USB
receiver(2).

Use the Velcro(4)
to attach the USB

receiver to the side

of the computer or Monitor

Insert installation CD. The installation process
starts automatically. Click on “Wireless Key
Version”

If the installation box does not appear, click
START, then RUN, and type INSTALL in the text
field.

Default directory is C: Drive directory.

Click on “Detect Wireless Key”. Turn on the
Wireless key(1) by pushing the small sliding
button on left side of the key downwards.
Press and hold the button on the key for 2
seconds. A confirmation message will
appear on the screen.
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The next step is to choose a password. This password
will be used to unlock the computer if the wireless key
is not present.

The next window will ask you for a secondary
password. You may change the question
indicated in the “Hint” box by pressing the pull
down menu.

The next step allows you to easily configure
your restricted Parental Control Desktop along
with the allowable times where the computer
can be accessed while in restricted desktop.
This is where you can add and remove the
programs that will appear in your restricted
window. These programs will stay active in
restricted mode. You can also add all the
programs on your desktop, or remove them all
at once.

Parental Control Settings:

This is where you can add and remove the programs
that will appear in your restricted window. These
programs will stay active in restricted mode. You can
also add all the programs on your desktop, or remove
them all at once.

Click the “Advanced Add” button and browse through
the directory that contains the programs you want
accessible. Select the program icon, and click
“Open.”
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Access Schedule Settings:

From Parental Control Settings screen, Left-click
the“Access Scheduler Settings” tab on the upper left
corner of the screen to set the time period on which the
computer may be accessed in restricted mode . The
scheduler restricts access to the entire computer at
predetermined hours to prevent unauthorized access
while the PC is not attended. Use the pull down menus
to select the hours and days for access. You can Edit
each day separately, by clicking on the Edit button right
next to each day.
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The installation process will then be finished.

You must then restart the computer when
prompted for installation to be completed.

Your software is now programmed to read your
unique Guardian Key. Whenever you are more than 6
feet away from your PC, the Guardian Parental
Control Desktop activates automatically. To restore
access to your unrestricted desktop, simply approach
the computer.

If the Key is not present, you may also click on the
door on the bottom right corner of the restricted
desktop and type in one of your

passwords to “deactivate” the

Restricted desktop.

This process disables

the program. See section

9 to reactivate.



While in unrestricted desktop, a key symbol
appears on the right corner of the task bar.
The key is colored in red when the program is
active and is colored black when program is
deactivated. Various built in functions of this
product may be customized by placing the
mouse on the key symbol and pressing the
right button (right-click) on the mouse.
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Activate:

As described in section 7, exiting the Restricted
desktop by clicking on the Door icon and typing
your password will deactivate the program. Right-
click on the Key symbol on the taskbar, and then
click “Activate”. This reactivates the CompuGuard
software.

Manual (Push Button) Operation:

you can also toggle between the restricted
Parental Control Desktop and the unrestricted
desktop by simply pressing the button on your
Key.

Change Primary or Secondary Password:
1.  Right-click on the key symbol on the taskbar.

2. Select “Change Primary Password” or “Change
Secondary Password”

3. A window like this will pop up.

4.  Enter current password.

5.  Enter new password twice.

Parental Control Desktop Settings:

Right-click (press the right button on the mouse) on
the Key symbol on the taskbar, and then click
“Parental Control Desktop Settings”.

This is where you can add and remove the programs
that will appear in your restricted window. These
programs will stay active in restricted mode. You can
also add all the programs on your desktop, or remove
them all at once.
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Access Schedule Settings:

From Parental Control Settings screen, Left-click the
“Access Scheduler Settings” tab on the upper left
corner of the screen to set the time period on which
the computer may be accessed in restricted mode .
The scheduler restricts access to the entire computer
at predetermined hours to prevent unauthorized
access while the PC is not attended. Use the pull
down menus to select the hours and days for access.
You can Edit each day separately, by clicking on the
Edit button right next to each day.

Change Key ID:

If you loose your wireless key or need to
reprogram a new one, do the following:

Right-click the Key symbol on the taskbar;
click Change Key ID; type in your password;
turn on the new Wireless Key and press and
hold the button until the new Key is registered.
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Hardware Settings:

You may adjust the period of time which will
take for the computer to go into secure
mode after you walk away from it.

Right-click on the key symbol and select
“Hardware Settings”. You can adjust the
range from 4 to 30 seconds. A 30 second
interval means that it will take 30 seconds
for the secure mode to be activated after
you walk away from the computer.

Usage Log:

The Guardian Parental Control Desktop
keeps an automatic log with time and
date stamp of users who have accessed
the computer.

Exit:

Right-click on the Key symbol on the taskbar,
and then click “Exit”. This will disable
CompuGuard security software and exits the
program. You have to restart your computer to
reactivate the program.

Sleep Mode:

To save battery, the Key will enter a sleep mode
after 10 hours of continuous operation. Simply
press the button on top to exit sleep mode.

Troubleshooting:

1. If the receiver fails to recognize the wireless
key, be sure the unit is turned on properly.
Also, you must hold the button for 2 seconds to
allow the key to be programmed. The red LED
light on the key should turn on when the button
is pressed.
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If the computer does not go into restricted
mode, be sure your Key is either turned off
or that your key is more than 6 feet away
from the USB receiver.
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If LED light does not turn on, make sure the
sliding switch is pushed down all the way. If
the light still does not come on when
pressing the button, change the battery by
opening the small screw on the back of the
unit. Use a CR 2032 battery replacement.
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
